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“HARNESSTOM Tomato Trials and workshop at CTAEX 

experimental extension hit the news” 

 
A series of activities related to the work done in the EU-funded HARNESSTOM 

(http://harnesstom.eu/en) project were presented at the workshop that took place on at 

CTAEX - Centro Tecnológico Nacional Agroalimentario (CTAEX - Agricultural and Food 

Technological Centre) in Badajoz Spain on the 13th of August. The workshop included 

presentations by Harnesstom coordinator Antonio Granell and by the Participatory Breeding 

and Citizen Science leader Joan Casals. The talks were followed by visits to the tomato 

fields at CTAEX were a large number of advanced tomato prebreeding materials targeting 

the main prebreeding objectives in HARNESSTOM are currently growing. The workshop 

was attended by technical staff and finished with an inform taste of tomatoes derived from 

a panel of varieties selected by farmers in Italy and Spain derived by crosses realized by 

Fundación Miguel Agustí and University of Tushcia scientists (Joan Casals and Andrea 

Mazzucato respectively). A program, a selection of the media and pictures are found below. 

 

The workshop gathered a large media coverage with reporters from local and national 

media including radio, television and press. All together the workshop reached a total target 

audience of several millions (RTVE 9,4 million, canal de Extremadura >196km, periodico
